July 15 to 27, 2024

Day 1

We will depart Louisville this morning and travel north to Indianapolis for our morning break.

Our overnight
accommodations are in Sioux Falls, SD. B

Day 3 - breakfast included at hotel

We depart this morning and travel to Chamberlain, SD for a morning break. Today is full of
sightseeing and photo stops. We will make a picture stop at the famous Corn Palace. We
enter Badlands National Park — 244,000 acres of stunning examples of geological variety:
jagged cliffs, deep canyons and sharp buttes, formed by relentless forces of nature. We will
stop in Wall Drug Store — one of the world’s most well known roadside stops, famous for its
signs offering free ice water during the Great Depression. We will continue on to Rapid City,
SD where we will overnight the next 2 nights. B
